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FOREWORD

Worldwide economic recession has made the second half of 2008 and the first half of

2009 a difficult time for Thailand and the Thai film industry which has seen annual income
of 2008 dropped 25 percent from that of the previous year. Business-wise, the future is
still uncertain and the cutting down on production and budget is inevitable, resulting in

smaller films and smaller numbers of releases.

However, some industry observers have noted that Thai cinema has many times in the
past survived the downturns and come back even stronger. Actually, the current situation
is far from the worst. Maybe it's just time to slow down and make the best out of what
have been proved the strong points of Thai flms which, judging from the past ten years’

domestic and international performance, are many.

Films like Iron Ladlies, Bang Rajan, Nang Nak, Tears of the Black Tiger, Ong Bak, My Girl,
Suriyothai, Shutter, Khan Kluay, Tropical Malady, Wonderful Town, and many others, have
done their shares of making Thai films known, appreciated, and respected. From delicately
plotted shocking horror to gentle childhood romance, from high-octane martial arts action
to heart-warming animation, from history extravaganza to quietly paced experimental, from
thought-provoking social drama to hilarious transsexual comedy, the list goes on and on.
The diversity is astonishing and, with more careful strategy in producing and distributing,

can certainly be even more effective and developed to another level of success.

2008 has seen some new moves in independent distributing. Even more comforting,
short fimmaking is still expanding and new faces still emerge. To be more direct, some
of the signs indicating that Thai cinema is currently on the rise creatively are not only on

but as clear and bright as ever.

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OVERVIEW

Unqguestionably one of the most chaotic years ever in the history of Thai politics, 2008 saw
the longest-running protest against the government and Suvarnabhumi Airport forced close.
There were successively three prime ministers, one of whom never got to work in the
government house during his cut short, four-month tenure. The first part of 2009 was even
worse with riots broken and state of emergency declared. Fortunately and hopefully, the
worst has passed and the country, now in the process of healing the wounds, is ready to

full focus on the already hitting hard economic recession and move forward.

To help understand the Thai film industry’s current situation, the next three paragraphs are

excerpted from Thai Film Directory 2007-2008’s overview article.

Though with no groundbreaking artistic achievement, 2007 and early 2008 is still an

outstanding period for Thai cinema.

Back in 2000, the then struggling Thai film industry reached lowest level of productivity with

only nine films released. However, bolstered greatly by talented new generation filmmakers,

things have been continuously on the way up. From 2003 on average number of releases
is Up to 45-46 films a year. Annual box-office receipts have also risen and surpassed
1,000 million baht for the first time in 2005. Incredible leap, though the figure is still about
700 million baht lower than that made by foreign, mostly Hollywood, rivals.

The good work continued in 2007. The extraordinary success of the first two parts of
Prince Chatrichalerm Yukol’s historical extravaganza trilogy The Legend of King Naresuan,
together raked in 471 million baht, almost single-handedly propelled annual box-office
performance of Thai cinema to reach well pass 1,600 million baht. The unprecedented
figure means narrowest ever market share gap between local and foreign films. Though it
remains to be seen what the gap be in the near future, without the like of the two epics
mentioned, the astonishing achievement proves that the task at hand may be difficult but

definitely possible.

Evidently, the industry had failed in keeping up the good work. 2008 annual box-office
performance dropped 25 percent from that of 2007 to 1,270 million baht. One may point




out that minus the two exceptional King Naresuan films, the 2007 figure should be lower
than 1,200 million baht and the 2008 figure should be much higher if there was no year-
long political unrest and no recession creeping in. The point is arguable but does not
change the fact that the performance, though only a factor and by no means the most
important instrument to measure the strength and success of an industry, did not meet
high expectation. Re-evaluation is needed and maybe it's time the industry concentrates

on that to be able to look clearly into the future.

Here’s some more insight into the matter, excerpted from the same article.

Despite the good vibes, the potential of Thai cinema, however, is still questionable in some
areas. Over-flooded the market with horror and comedies, the industry is often criticized for
playing it too safe and being too contented with local success to really thrive internationally.
Even the best, Love of Siam, Bus Lane, Final Score or recent hit Hormones can be more
adventurous or braced with more cutting edges. From this point of view, mainstream
filmmakers and investors need to be more daring, though not in the same way as their

independent counterparts are.

Standing at the forefront of Thai independent cinema for years, Apichatpong Weerasethakul
is the most talked about indie filmmaker due to censorship problems that forced him to
withdraw Syndromes and a Century. The film went on to win praise at festivals around the

world before retuming home to be finally released in 2008.

Understandably, films as deviated from mainstream as Apichatoong’s have only slim chance
of success locally, thus no proper distributing. Interesting point is some of the films may not
be that different and deserve more than limited screenings. If Ploy and Final Score get wide
release, why not Adlitya Assarat’s Wonderful Town and Pimpaka Towira’s The Truth Be
Told? That careful strategy to win more audiences is being worked out for some films
labeled independent is a good sign. One film in particular, Good Morming, Luang Prabang,
a Lao-Thai co-production, is worth keeping eyes on. Though not the first independent film
to try relatively wide release, beautiful scenery, simple love story and Ananda Everingham
playing lead make it look even more inviting than some mainstream studio releases. Its

performance at the box office may change local film distributing significantly or even help

propel the industry to a more open, whole new era.




The playing-it-too-safe point has always been used to criticize the mainstream filmmakers
and investors anywhere in the world. lronically, the way independent non-mainstream
filmmakers deal with the domestic releases of their flms is prone to the same criticism.
Looking at the 2008 annual box-office table, one cannot help wondering where are the
internationally regarded films like Apichatpong Weerasethakul's Syndromes and a Century
and Aditya Assarat’s Wonderful Town. The answer is the two fims were quietly released to
only a few theaters. In Apichatpong’s case, he was using the release to voice his protest
against censorship, replacing the censored scenes with silent scratched black frames. The
filmmaker's fighting to protect his art and his right to speak his mind called for strong
supporting but at the same time raised some questions on the part of the audiences.

In Aditya’s case, he limited the first release of Wonderful Town in 2008 to a special
program called Director’s Screen in which his film and Pimpaka Topwira’s The Truth Be

Told each got one screening a day for four weeks. After the film went on to win almost

every prestigious best-film award in the country, it was given another but not wider release
in early 2009.

The number of films released in 2008 is higher than that of 2007, mainly because there are
more films released digitally. Low-budgeted documentaries like The Convert and Our
Southern Home are inspired works that fitfully benefited from this relatively new channel of
releasing and screening. But, considering their potential, to treat Syndrome and a Century

and Wonderful Town the same way seemed to be a loss or even irresponsibility.

Finding more audiences for films is the responsibility of many involved in the industry,
including the government, not of the filmmakers alone. But it is interesting that some less
known filmmakers have been doing something more daring. Sakchai Deenan and Good
Moming, Luang Prabang is a case of independent filmmaker trying mainstream release and
being the distributor of his work. He and his outsider investor avoided using distributing
branch of a studio but contacted the theaters directly taking risk in the process. The fim
garmered some good reviews and made about 11 milion baht at the box office. Though

only a moderate success, the way it was worked out has already inspired more to follow.

But the journey slowly reveals how the invisible weight of their urban
lifestyle haunts them, since May insists on behaving as if she were still in the city. Her sole concerns are
her laptop and her phone. Nop, meanwhile, treks into the forest to take pictures of wild deer and forgotten
cobwebs, and along the way he stumbles into a sad-looking tree, a lonely, mysterious specimen deep in
the heart of the jungle. The tree, it seems, is calling out to him, pulling him closer to it, and Nop finds
himself spellbound. When her husband fails to retum to the tent, May sets out to look for him but only
finds his phone, then his sandal. Only then does she realize how precious their marriage is, and how
desperately she needs Nop’s warmth and companionship. Yet when May retums home believing she’s
lost her husband, Nop retumns. But the forest has changed him into someone else, pernaps forever.

Yamada
later gained considerable influence and became the ruler of the Nakhon Si Thammarat, now a province in
the south of Thailand.

Loosely based on true story, Yamada: The Samurai of Ayothaya is designed as an epic and portrays the
vaguely known historical figure in the title as a samurai warrior who fought heroically under King Naresuan
in war-time old Siam.
