Since 2007, the year that saw 45 releases set domestic box
office record with a walloping 1.6 billion baht, Thai cinema has en-
countered slow growth from the troubled global economy and faced
many difficulties for the most part of the following two years. Never-
theless, 2009 managed to finish better than previously anticipated, with
49 releases and 1.2 billion baht at the box office. Both production
numbers and total grosses did not deviate much from those of 2008.
From a business point of view, the film industry has used its strength
to endure the recession pretty remarkably.

From an artistic point of view, the importance of maintaining the
vigorous creativity of a rising industry has also been admirably
minded. 2009 and early 2010 has seen some remarkable independent
releases, including a four-hour documentary on a politically delicate
subject. There are adventurous and daring releases among the studios’
usual mainstream products. Most notably, filmmakers of the younger
generation seem to be paying more attention to the country’s recent
past. For example, the rarely touched political unrest in the seventies
emerges with some interesting perspectives in at least four films; two
horror flicks, a comedy, and an award-winning drama.

It is still too early to relate the current creative atmosphere to
the rating system, first officially used in 2009. The same can be said
about the Ministry of Culture’s support for film productions, through
the Office of Contemporary Art and Culture, under the Government’s
Creative Economy package. Each is new to the industry and needs to
be gradually developed, but at least it has started.

Although there are some internal factors and economic difficulties
that may keep Thai cinema stuck in the slow-growth rut for the rest
of 2010, promising talents and new directions are plenty enough to
guarantee a full comeback and, with careful strategy from every sector
involved, even another great leap forward.

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OVERVIEW




If the runaway success of a film can tell something about its industry,
what does Bangkok Traffic Love Story’s almost 150 million baht at
the box office tell?

Considering that the film easily out-grossed Phobia 2, its runner-up
in 2009, and Ong Bak 2, the top film of the previous year, is it time
for romance and comedy-drama to take over from action and horror?
Domestically at least, it does look that way. Judging from other
box-office winners and artistically outstanding works that include Best
of Times, October Sonata, A Moment in June, Dreamaholic, and Before
Valentine, 2009 is arguably the best year ever for romance and
comedy-drama in the modern history of Thai cinema. It seems
a noticeable shift has been indicated.

Although the international market for Thai films has expanded
continuously during the past decade, especially since the colossal
success of Ong Bak in 2003, most production studios and filmmakers
still consider the youth-oriented internal market more important. This
means that action, despite its huge potential abroad, has never been
the genre the market over-flooded with. Fitting that description more
are horror and comedy, the two genres that have often crossed over
and been at the top in terms of quantity for years.



Sorting through the 49 films released in 2009, it is astonishing
to see that the production quantity of the drama and comedy-drama
camp and that of the horror and comedy camp are almost equal,
indicating that the latter has not been holding its ground too well.
If this trend continues, the familiar complaints that Thai movies are
full of rampaging ghosts and foul-mouthed comic characters will
certainly be less, if not actually become history.

Perhaps more responsible for the trend than any studio is GTH,
the studio that has gained a solid reputation as the home of quality
movies aimed at the audiences on the opposite side of the ones
who prefer watching prime-time television dramas at home. Although
there is a question that the studio, along with others, is just playing
it safe for local success by making films that are good looking but
not necessarily adventurous, one has to admit that there are young
and enthusiastic filmmakers working within the studio(s) and they have
been trying to lure the ready-to-shy-away audiences with admirable
effort and imagination.

Returning to the most successful film of the year, what makes
Bangkok Traffic Love Story so successful? It can’t be denied that the
charm and charisma of its leading actor and actress play a large part.
The chemistry is obvious and by their looks they do represent
the ordinary and the beautiful people at the same time. The film is
basically about lonely good looking people in a big city, recalling
elements of Wong Kar Wai's Chungking Express and even a bit of
Sofia Coppola’s Lost in Translation.



Is that a considerable progress in Thai cinema? Certainly it's not.
In terms of ground-breaking cinematic achievement, Bangkok Traffic
Love Story offers close to none. However, the film is still important
in the way it strikes the right chords with local, especially Bangkok’s,
audiences. It deals with people who are well into their late twenties,
working people in Bangkok who have less and less chance to be
romantically involved with the right ones. Although the film ends on
a high note, it is quite sad at some points.

Adisorn Tresirikasem, the director of Bangkok Traffic Love Story,
is one of the six young directors who made the smash hit My Girl
in 2003. This is where one can detect a direction in Thai cinema.
Both filmmakers and filmgoers have grown up. They are still
fun-loving but also ready to get more serious.

GTH’s other highly successful romance of 2009 is Best of Times.
The film tells the love story between two old people who only has
short time to spend together. She is going away while he is losing
his memory. The story is even sadder, but the film is still well received.
The studio and the filmmaker, here’s director Yongyoot Thongkontoon,
deserve some credit for delivering this one to the still “youth-oriented”
market. The same can be said about M Picture’s October Sonata and
Sahamongkol Film International's A Moment in June, although the
latter was finished as an independent film before getting distributed
by the studio.
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Sangchan and Rawee run into each other on October 8, 1970.
They spend the night in a hotel beach bungalow and, since Rawee
is leaving to study abroad, promise to meet two years later at the
place. Inspired by a novel Rawee reads to her, the illiterate Sangchan
gets educated and successfully break away from her lowly seamstress
job. Although Rawee does not show up on October 8, 1972,
Sangchan keeps going back to the bungalow, ignoring the love of Lim
a Chinese-Thai immigrant who has been on her side through the years.

The story above is from the brief synopsis of October Sonata.
In terms of how a director is faithful to his inspiration, this is one
of the most daring films of the year. The film begins with the
heroine’s voice speaking about the day Mitr Chaibuncha died,
October 8, 1970. Who is Mitr Chaibuncha? He is often referred to
as the most loved superstar in the history of Thai cinema. But the
man died forty years ago, falling from a helicopter while shooting his
last film. Later, the hero reads a novel to the heroine. It is Song-kram
Chewit (literally means The War of Life), a 1932 romance written
by left-wing writer Sri Burapa (aka Kularb Saipradit). No, it's not
necessary that the young audiences have to know anything about Mitr
Chibuncha, Sri Burapa, or the political unrest in the seventies that
affects the lives of the hero and the heroine almost the same way
as in Doctor Zhivago. The director may have decided that it's a nice
touch to let the classic references remain obscure to some extent.
But it is a daring decision nevertheless.

Finally, what makes 2009 a satisfactory year for filmmaking in Thailand?
I's not going to be about the total grosses at the box office, nor is
it about the still expanding international market and the continuing
success in festival circuit of Apichatpong Weerasethakul and other
avant-garde filmmakers. It has more to say about smaller films being
able to emerge in the theaters. It has been noted that if there are
more theaters supporting digital screenings, there will be more
interesting things to come for the audiences that do not mind much
about the quality of sound or picture, but are more interested in the
story being told and the overall mood created by the filmmakers.
The release of films like Citizen Juling and Boring Love in 2009
and / Am the Director in early 2010 is only just the beginning.
