The revenue from film and animation industry
alone generated 28,391 million baht, excluding online media i.e. video streaming
which was estimated to gain about 20,000 million baht and tended to increase yearly.

The Ministry of Culture has cooperated with all related sectors to support and
promote the film industry in the international market. In this regard, the Ministry of
Culture has published the Thai Film Directory 2019-2020 in order to promote the
works of Thai filmmakers, to increase economic opportunities and expand investment
and trade worldwide. This directory also served as a database for research purpose.

THAI FILM IN 2019
THE BIG PICTURE

The Thai film industry in 2019 held
its breath. It stayed put and stayed alert. It
kept calm and moved along. There was
nothing to be excited about in particular, and
yet given all the worry about people possibly
turning away from multiplexes to the comfort
of streaming services, the threat didn’t seem
too pressing at the moment. In all, the audi-
ence still supports Thai flms whenever they
can and when quality titles are splashed on
the marquee.

And then we’re reminded to count our
blessings: Now that the coronavirus has
triggered the red alert around the globe, the
facts and figures of 2019 suddenly start to

feel like a thankful nostalgia.

The worst year of the 2010s for Thai
film was 2017, when the local output
contributed only 440 million baht (US$ 13.75
million) to the total box office, or just 10
percent of the market value (it could have
been worst without Bad Genius.) The situation
picked up in 2018 when domestic titles
grossed 839 million baht (US$ 26.2 million),
or 18 percent of the total market value.

In 2019, there were 54 Thai titles
released in cinemas, roughly the same as
in 2018, and around 200 international titles,
also roughly the same as in the previous
year. The market share for Thai films dipped

slightly to around 15 percent with 711 million-
baht revenue (US$ 32 million.)

The total industry value, with Thai and inter
national movies combined, was 4.6 billion baht (US$
143 million), or over 30 million tickets sold, a slight
expansion from 4.5 billion or 29 million admissions
from the previous year. The Thai box office broke the
4 billion-baht threshold in 2011 and has since hov-
ered between 4.3 to 4.6 billion baht (US$134 million
to 143 million.) The growth may seem steady through-
out 2010s, but it reflected the strength of Hollywood
more than the competitiveness of domestic titles.
Only in 2014 did Thai films manage to carve out more
than 20 percent of the total box office value; the rest
of the decade saw the market share of local titles

at around 10 to 18 percent.

The top three Thai earners in
2019, not surprisingly, came from GDH
559, the industry’s most consistent
hit-makers of the past decade. Other
studios have also been robust in their
outputs and though the results are
mixed, the outlook seems promising.

Their biggest film in 2019 was
Tootsies & the Fake, a comedy based
on a TV series, which in turn was
based on a popular Facebook pager;
it defied the largely lukewarm review
and made 139 million baht (US$
4.3 million). The runner-up was a
romantic comedy Friend Zone, which
earned 129 million baht (US$ 4 million.)
Tootsies & the Fake, directed by
Kittiphak Thong-Uam, and Friend
Zone, directed by Chayanop
Boonprakob, were the only two films
that surpassed the coveted 100 million-
baht mark last year.

The third highest-grossing Thai
film of 2019 was a relationship drama
Happy OId Year, the latest offer by
Nawapol Thamrongrattanarit. It
made 56 million baht (US$ 1.7 million),
quite a distance from the first two top



grossers but still a relative hit given its somber
tone and indie-film moodiness. Among the hits
from last year, Happy Old Year attracts a robust
interest from international festivals, another proof
that Nawapol remains a director who casts a
broad appeal. All the three Thai top fims, by the
way, are available on Netflix—in fact, all GDH 559
films, as well as the back catalogue when they
were still called GTH, are now on the menu of
the streaming giant.

Note that the three highest-grossing
Thai films of 2019 made a combined 324 million
baht (US$ 10.1 million), or 45 percent of the
total revenue earned by all Thai titles. The gap
between the hits and the rest is large, and it
has become obvious for quite a while that Thai
cinema relies heavily on a few popular titles to
keep things afloat

To get the big picture, take note, too, that
the box office champion of 2019 was Avengers:
Endgame, which raked in 591 million baht (US$
18.4 million), followed by Captain Marvel at 251
million baht (US$ 7.8 million.) Just these two
Disney titles earned more than all the Thai titles
in 2019 put together by over 100 million baht.
This is an unbridgeable gap, a severely lopsided
match that we’ll never be able to make it less so.

Not that we didn’t try. Besides GDH 559,
other Thai studios have been intent on
upping their competitiveness. Five Star Studio
scored a big one with the gay-horror-comedy
Pee Nak, which brought in 52 million baht (US$
1.6 million) and kick-started a possibly long-
running franchise. M Pictures, a subsidiary of
the theatre chain Major Multiplex, has been
very active with over 10 releases in the past
10 months. In 2019, their top performer was
the romantic horror Krasue: Inhuman Kiss, a
polished re-interpretation of a pulpy ghost lore
that made 40 million baht (US$ 1.25 million)
plus a distinction of being Thailand’s represen-
tative at the Oscars. M Pictures’ strategy of
releasing at least one film every month has yet
to yield a serious hit, though they offset that
with reach as their extensive network of theatres
covers the entire country, and with films that
aim mainly at the provincial market. Many of
Five Star's and M Pictures’ titles are available
on Netflix as well.

Sahamongkolfilm International had their
biggest release in Necromancer 2020 (though
it came out in 2019), with 23 million baht (US$
0.7 million.) Lately the studio has reduced the
number of its Thai releases and focused more

on its role as a distributor of international films.

Another statistic worth taking note:
over 20 Thai films made less than 1 million
baht (US$ 31,000) in 2019, roughly the
same amount as in 2018, and around 12
films made less than 10 million baht (US$
310,000.) The figures didn’t bode well;
they show that the industry had too many
big flops and underperformers that brought
down the overall numbers. To lift the
performance of Thai cinema as a whole, the
number of these bottom-of-the-table titles
needs to be cut down.

Over to the independent sector,
the situation remains largely unchanged:
Arthouse, festival-touring or more personal fims
still did poorly at the box office despite their
reputation and positive critical reception. The
problem of finding theatres that are willing to
secure slots for non-mainstream titles for more
than a week hampers their chance—and dis-
courages the audience-building effort.

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The most high-profile arthouse title
of 2019 was Manta Ray, the winner of
Venice’s Orizzonti Prize in 2018. Phut
thiphong Aroonpheng’s film was praised
everywhere and drew interest from scholars
and human rights workers, though not
necessarily from regular multiplex-goers. The
film toured festivals extensively and opened
commercially in many territories, including
France, but in Thailand it made a meager
200,000 baht (US$ 6,200). It is now available
on VOD.

That’s roughly the same amount made
by Nakorn-Sawan, a doc-fiction hybrid by
Puangsoi Aksornsawang that has at-
tracted a solid festival interest as well.
Another film by a first-time female filmmaker
was Nha Harn, a coming-of-age drama set
in the Northeast; the film underperformed at
the cinemas though it had its fans in the Thai
critical community.

The indie film that attempted a crossover
into the popular market—to a mixed re-
sult—was Where We Belong. Directed by
Kongdej Jaturanrasmee and starring two

girl idols, Jennis Oprasert and Praewa
Suthamphong, the small-town teen drama
is one of the best-reviewed films of 2019 and
has won several acting and writing awards. It
made 6.7 million baht (US$ 200,000), which
didn’t seem so bad for an indie title but still
far short of expectation given the strong fan
base of the two leads. A consolation is that
the film revealed a great potential of its
two actresses, hitherto known as girl-
group lip-sync performers in fluffy dresses.
Where We Belong was also invited to many
international festivals, and despite its poor
number, it was one of the brightest spots of
the year 2019.

Last but not least, we had The Cave,
a film based on the world-stopping rescue
mission of 13 footballers stuck in a flooded
cave in northern Thailand. Tom Waller, a
Thai flmmaker of Irish descent, managed to
get the fim completed and released before
other planned projects, and while it wasn’t
a hit, it made 18 million baht (US$ 560,000)
and landed on the 10th spot of the Top-10
highest grossers of 2019.

While many of the films mentioned
above are available through online opera-
tors, there has been a concern over the
fact that several streaming services are
not officially registered with trade authori-
ties in Thailand and thus operating in the
grey area. Officials have been looking into
the issue and may try to raise awareness
among local audience.

Firstlook at 2020: Year of the Virus

No industry is immune to the Covid-19
crisis. Everywhere the setback is intense
and its repercussions are expected to
last for months, Without the onslaught of
the virus, surely we could have expected
more encouraging numbers given that the
first few months of 2020 yielded favorable
signs.

The Thai film industry, like the film
industry everywhere, has suffered a great
deal when all cinemas were ordered to
close in mid-March. Before the outbreak
disrupted everything, observers had
estimated an uptick in the 2020 box office:

GDH 559 planned to release two films; M Pictures
would continue its a-film-a-month strategy targeting
provincial audience, which would grease the wheel
nicely; while Sahamongkolfilm would also release
more than two Thai titles. Up until March, two films
had already made it past 30 million baht (US$ 0.93
million), namely Pee Nak 2 by Five Star and Low
Season by Sahamongkolfilm. Nothing phenomenal,
but truly solid and exactly what we needed to start
the year. (An experimental film Krabi, 2562, by Ano-
cha Suwichakornpong and Ben Rivers, also had
a brief run, raising the curtains for non-mainstream
release quite nicely.)

That optimistic outlook was shattered when
the virus started wreaking havoc. As of this
writing, the closure of all cinemas is expected to
last until April 30, though it could be extended. At
least 10 new Thai films—and even more Hollywood
tittes—have been pushed back to unspecified
release dates. Film shoots were cancelled, sending
crew members temporarily unemployed. Arthouse
tittes hoping for Cannes berths are left dangling
because Cannes, too, has bowed at the viral
wrath. Apichatpong Weerasethakul’'s Memoria,
though not exactly a Thai production, is one of
the most anticipated fims of the year and its fate
is left hanging since Cannes has postponed. The
momentum has been interrupted. And while some
observers believe that there will be a huge surge
of enthusiasm driven by pent-up abstinence once
cinemas resume operation, others are concerned
that it will take some time before things return to
normal. The postponement of many releases, lo-
cal and international, also means a congestion of
schedule in the second half of the year, given that
theatres are allowed to open then.

The situation is the same in every country, at
every box office, for this is a crisis of unprecedented
nature whose impact is felt by film professionals
everywhere. The Thai film industry is used to
struggle; it’s a term that has long defined us. The
Covid-19 pandemic has posed a serious challenge,
perhaps the biggest ever, and this time the struggle
will demand from us exceptional resilience, patience
and imagination.

A Thai film that has been making inter
national appearances in the first half of the
2020, Happy Old Year confirms Nawapol
Thamrongrattanarit as a filmmaker who
connects to both popular audience and to the
critical circle. The film, which was released in
Thailand in December 2019, made over 50 mil-
lion baht at the box office, landing it at the third
hightest grossing Thai title of last year. Then it
was shown at International Film Festival Rotter-
dam, Bengaluru International Film Festival and
Osaka Film Festival, before the Covid-19 pan-
demic spoiled the party for everyone.

Happy Old Year is a rare breed in Thai
cinema: a contemporary relationship drama,
told as a cleanly structured, solemn adult story
and made with his eyes firmly fixed on the
20-something generation. The film doesn’t hit
the peak of emotional highs and along the way
it gets a tad too self-absorbed with its concep-
tual rigour, but it is still a mature, solid work from
one of the best-known Thai directors today.

The story focuses on Jean (Chutimon
Chungcharoensukying, best known from
Bad Genius), a young designer who has just
returned from studying in the minimalist-
paradise Sweden. In Bangkok she lives with
her brother and mom. Jean comes up with a
plan to dump all useless objects from her maxi
malist Bangkok house, and to turn it into an
all-white, supremely sparse a home office lifted
straight from a Scandinavian style book.

But as Jean, who’s also inspired by, of
course, Marie Kondo’s joy-sparking motto,
begins sifting through her and her family’s stuff,
the painful past is unearthed. Old memories

return from a heap of junk—photographs, trin-
kets, CDs, gifts from friends —and they prevent
her from, as the film stresses, “moving on”.
Jean realises that to dump physical objects is
to discard pieces of her history. And so begins
Jean’s process of digging into her own past,
especially the unfinished episodes concerning
her ex-boyfriend Aim (Sunny Suwanmetha-
non), whom she unceremoniously dumped a
few years back, and her father, who seems to
exist only in a forgotten photograph.

Nawapol has proved himself a trickmaster
who has treated his audience to a range of
styles and temperaments in the past decade
(he has a strong following in China and Taiwan,
and at international festivals). He started off as
an indie star with 36 and Mary Is Happy, Mary
Is Happy, which constructs a narrative from
tweets, and a 100 million baht hitmaker with
the mercurial comedy Heart Attack; he also
made two documentaries, BNK48: Girls Don'’t
Cry and The Master.

Happy Old Year was made under GDH
559, Thailand’s most bankable studio. But the
model here is different from the mass-market
mainstream titles that GDH has mastered
over the years; instead, Nawapol was allowed
freedom to craft a somewhat claustrophobic film
with @ moody tone and message —something
rooted in an indie chamber drama—and yet it
has two well-known stars (Chutimon and Sunny)
to anchor it. It’s a gamble that turns out to be a
success, since Happy Old Year was a modest
hit at the box-office as well as a film that attracts
international attention.
